Sing 
 

Marilyn and I have been going to our church for so long that we actually have our very own assigned seats.  
Our seats are on the side so I can see the whole sanctuary.  I have noticed that the church is about half full 
at the beginning of worship and all the way full by the end of worship.  It seems as though folks use the 
worship time as a buffer.  I guess people figure that you are not really late until the preacher starts preach-
ing.  Christians need to put worship, personal and corporate, at the top of their priorities.  Worship fortifies 
our faith and keeps our daily lives in right perspective.  Also, if our children see us worshipping they will 
follow our example and become worshippers. 
 
I am reading a book I received from Alistair Begg’s ministry called Sing! How Worship Transforms Your Life, 
Family, and Church, by Keith and Kristyn Getty.  They explain that in the Old Testament there are five ex-
amples of worship.  
 
1Φ  ¢ƘŜ CƛǊǎǘ {ƻƴƎΦ  When God delivered the Hebrews from the Egyptians after the crossing of the Red Sea 
they were led in son by Moses and Miriam, “The Lord is my Strength and my Song; he has become My Sal-
vation.” 
2.  ¢ƘŜ {ƻƴƎǎ ƻŦ .ŀǧƭŜΦ  When the Israelites were delivered through battle from twenty years of oppres-
sion by the Canaanites, Deborah led the army of God in a song of victory.   
3.  ¢ƘŜ {ƻƴƎǎ ƻŦ 5ŀǾƛŘΦ  The Psalms are songs to God concerning happiness, desperation, confusion, praise, 
sorrow—every emotion was brought to God in song.  
4.  {ƻƴƎǎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ tǊƻǇƘŜǘǎΦ  Ezra led the congregation in song after the foundation for the new temple was 
completed.  Songs of the prophets are songs concerning the future and how God will triumph over evil and 
we, with happy certainty, cannot help but face the future with songs.  
5.  {ƻƴƎǎ ǘƘŀǘ {ǳǎǘŀƛƴǎ ǘƘŜ tǊƛǎƻƴŜǊΦ  This fifth example is of Paul and Silas who were in a Roman dungeon 
with no hope for a positive outcome.  What did they do?  They began to sing hymns.  They sang so loud 
others wanted to be saved.  They sang with such conviction the dungeon doors were opened.   
 
You can make the conclusion that we are to sing all of the time for any reason.  The most powerful exam-

ple of this is when Jesus and His disciples sang.  As recorded in Matthew 26 after sharing the Passover with 

His disciples they began to sing a hymn as they walked to the Mount of Olives.

The Lord has been so faithful in blessing Western Christian PSP and we just continue to grow 
and flourish! Of course, as we grow, we will need to make revisions from time to time on our 
guidelines and policies. These changes are for the benefit of the whole group. 
 
In an effort to make our field trips and events a continuing success, we are asking that you ad-
here to the following procedures. First, when you want to sign-up for a field trip, please contact 
the field trip coordinator (usually Denise) to put your name on the list.  
VERY IMPORTANT - Please do not send a payment into Marilyn for a field trip with out first sign-
ing-up When you sign-up for a field trip, please make your payment at the time you sign-up 
(unless you are on a waiting list). If you make your reservations by telephone to the person coor-
dinating the field trip, we ask that payment be sent immediately to Marilyn (unless another person 
is specified) and made payable to Center for Creative Learning or CCL. Before you sign-up for a 
field trip please carefully read the description in the newsletter and provide any needed infor-
mation (for example: your first and last name, cell phone number, childrenôs ages and/or grade 
level, etc.). This will help cut down on the extra time involved in having to call or e-mail people to 
obtain that sort of information. Once you have signed-up for a field trip and then find you need to 
cancel, please cross your name off the list and/or call the coordinator to let her know you are 
canceling. It is very time consuming to call everyone that has signed-up for a field trip to verify 
that they are still planning on attending.

When silver lost its 
value in the mid-1890’s, Calico lost its population.  The miner’s packed up, loaded their mules and moved away, 
abandoning the town that once gave them a good living.  It became a “ghost town.”  Walter Knott purchased Calico 
in the 1950’s, architecturally restoring all but five of the original buildings to look as they did in the 1880’s.  Calico 
received State Historical Landmark 782 in 2005 and was proclaimed by then Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger to be 
California’s Silver Rush Ghost Town.

High School Biology  
Biology is most exciting (and most truthful) when it is taught and learned in the context of our awesome Creator. His 
creation certainly reflects the majesty, wisdom, and power of God. Unfortunately, secular science is often taught in such 
a way as to become a stumbling block to the development of our faith. Science can instead be a stepping-stone to faith – 
the evidence for design is everywhere, especially in Biology!  This course is taught with a Creation perspective. We will 
use the Apologia book, “Exploring Creation with Biology”. Topics include the five kingdoms of life, the chemistry of 
life, cell structure and function, genetics, ecology, evolution (as a theory), as well as plant, animal, and human biology. 
Each week we will have a one-hour lecture/discussion period (generally using PowerPoint slides), followed by a one-
hour lab.

High School Chemistry 
This course provides a rigorous foundation in chemistry in preparation for college-level chemistry. Topics covered in-
clude significant figures, units, classification, the mole concept, stoichiometry, thermochemistry, thermodynamics, kinet-
ics, acids and bases, redox reactions, solutions, atomic structure, Lewis structures, molecular geometry, the gas laws, and 
equilibrium.  
The lab period will alternate between Chemistry labs and a math tutoring time. Students often have difficultly under-
standing the math that goes with each chapter, so we will focus on that every other week. We will still do at least one lab 
with each chapter.  
We will spend approximately two weeks on each chapter. Students will be given pages to read each day at home, and 
questions to answer. Short quizzes will be given for each chapter online. Mr. Sanders is always available by phone or 
email, and is happy to answer any questions or concerns that arise.

Statistics and high level approximation methods are founded on calculus, which is why 
science, engineering, and business majors are usually required to take calculus in college. All 
students can benefit from the mental discipline and thought processes that are involved in 
this text. Concepts covered include trigonometry and trigonometric identities, 
polynomial operations, functions, inverse functions, polynomial, rational and radical 
equations, logarithms, conic sections, and their equation forms and graphs, complex 
numbers, matrix algebra, and statistics.
